1.  Climate- a)  overall view of a region’s weather conditions over a long period of time
II.Temperature and Moisture

1. Temp- a) annual temperature range- the average difference between the average temp of the hottest month and the coldest month

2. Moisture-a)  evapotranspiration-  the process in which water is evaporated or transpirated

b) transpiration- the process in which plants release water into the atm

c) Potential evapotranspiration- the amnt of water vapor that would evapotranspirate if the water was available
d) This is determined by temperature,  the higher the temp the greater the Pe

e) If the Pe is greater than the precipitation than the area is dry,arid

f) If the P is greater than the Pe than the area is moist
