Reproduction Project

Create a poster to demonstrate the unique reproductive strategy of an organism. In the most general sense, there are only two strategies for reproduction: asexual & sexual. However, in reality each species adapts and modifies the process to improve its reproductive success. Students will be randomly assigned an organism and must answer the following questions in a poster format.

All posters must be a minimum of 20”x16” and a maximum of 24”x18”. The resulting poster should be suitable to share with the class – neat, clear, colorful, attractive, grammar, contains accurate and useful information, etc. Students may be asked questions by other students or the teacher to clarify confusing or incomplete points. You will have 40 minutes in the computer lab to research your organism.
